1. 	General Entry Requirements 
The minimum entry requirement is 4 GCSEs at Grade 7 or above and 2 GCSEs at Grade 6 including English Language and Mathematics at a minimum of Grade 6 (or Grade B unreformed GCSE).  Students will be required to achieve at least a Grade 7 in each GCSE subject they wish to study at A Level (or grade equivalent score of at least 7 for unreformed GCSE’s as shown below).

· [bookmark: _GoBack]for Psychology a Grade 7 in GCSE English Language or English Literature and Grade 6 in Mathematics 
 
· for Further Mathematics a Grade 8 or above in GCSE Mathematics.   
 
If Economics, Psychology or Religious Education has been studied at GCSE then the entry requirement will be a Grade 7 in the subject to be taken at A Level. 
 
2. 	Admission Process 
The return of this application form to the Headteacher is your formal request for a place in the Sixth Form at Colchester County High School for Girls.  A report will then be sought from your present school and, subject to a satisfactory report, a provisional place will be offered.  Applicants will be invited in for an informal discussion with senior members of staff.  Places in the Sixth Form and course choices are confirmed on the basis of GCSE results, availability of courses, teaching staff and group sizes as outlined in the Sixth Form Admissions Policy.  
 
Students holding conditional offers will be invited to an Induction Day in July, at the end of Year 11. The Induction Day is aimed at welcoming students to the school and will give you the opportunity to meet other students and your Form Tutor.
